Do you remember the feeling locking yourself out of the house caused? That moment of
panic, irritation, frustration, discomfort standing in the rain or snow waiting for someone to

open the door!

Imagine if that door was closed forever!

When every door seems closed the Goodwill Inn’s door is open to welcome our

homeless neighbors in their time of need.

For Beth P, 37, the door to her home closed after losing her shared apartment.
Without enough income for a place of her own she experienced the shameful
feeling of having to call everyone she knew for help. Her desperate journey led

her to the Inn.

Today, three weeks into her stay at the Inn was an exciting day as she received
notification that she had passed her Certified Nurses Assistant exam, which only
a few months ago she had failed. She had not given up, but persevered. She got up
at 2 a.m. to walk two miles to work for her 4 a.m. shift and returned daily to study

to retake the test until she could not keep her eyes open. She told me that with

She is not alone in her struggles and she is not alone in her future. When she
needs words of encouragement and acknowledgement that she is working in the right direction her case manager, Inn
staff and residents are there for encouragement, advice, or to simply listen. The only end she has in sight now is the end

of her homelessness.

You feel that these problems may seem hopeless? For Kim T, 50, before turning to the Goodwill Inn he also had a hopeless
feeling and $75 to his name. But when that door opened so did the feeling of hope. I know first hand that your gift today will
reshape futures like it has for Kim.
